UNTU believe the route course of the problems causing the horrific conditions is the shortage of train theft, meanwhile PRASA SHOSHOLOZA MEYL Coaches are standing idle at the yard in Braamfontein.
These set coaches can be utilized to assist in transporting the commuters to and from work, which is what the commuters want, says Steve Harris.
The commuters are frustrated and unfortunate they are taking their frustrations out on our innocent members while PRASA/METRORAIL Management are not willing to enter into serious discussions with UNTU Leadership who have several workable short term, medium term and long term solutions until the much spoken about new train sets are fully commissioned and operational.

UNTU had had serious discussions with our legal advisors, instructing them to inform what our legal rights and the way forward will be. Steve Harris promises our members and the commuters that we as UNTU will work tirelessly and leave no stone unturned to normalized the situation in getting commuters transported on time and safely while ensuring a safe working environment for our membership as enshrined in the Constitution of South Africa.
